The United Methodist (UM) Council on Korean American (KA) Ministries was established by the
General Conference of The United Methodist Church in 2000, for the strengthening of Korean
American Ministries within and outside of the church. For its second quadrennium, the Fund will be
supported in the 2005-2008 quadrennium with approximately 2.8 million dollars. The Fund is
administered by the UM Council on Korean American Ministries, under the supervision of the
General Board of Global Ministries, on behalf of the UM Church. The following guidelines and
procedures were established by The UM Council on KA Ministries as a reference guide for projects
seeking funding:
